4.  Access to Care:  Clinic hours are from 0730-1630 Monday through Friday (excluding Thursdays (1300-1630), Federal and Training Holidays). For beneficiaries with health concerns occurring after clinic hours, there is a twenty-four hour nurse advice line available. Urgent/emergent care is provided at local community emergency rooms. 

5. Clinic Highlights: The Butzbach Health Clinic has been involved in the DoD “Open Access” pilot program since April 2001. Additionally, we have successfully implemented both the DoD/VA Low Back Pain and Asthma Clinical Pathway Guidelines in the past year and we are currently beginning implementation of the Diabetes guideline. The clinic will undergo extensive renovations beginning in November 2001.
